To submit
a paper, a file in pdf format containing the manuscript
of submission must be uploaded to the CODS 2009
submission website.

All manuscripts submitted will be sent to 3-4
members of the International Technical Program
Committees of the Conferences for peer reviews and
assessed according to the technical merits and
presentation, on which the acceptance decision will be
based.

Accepted papers will be included in the CD-ROM
Proceedings of SIWN 2009, which will be available for
participants at the Conferences to promote the widest
exchange and dissemination at the Conferences.

All accepted papers of the conference are invited to

publish their revised versions in the international
journal <<Communications of SIWN>> (CoSIWN)
(ISSN 1757-4439) after the conference. Details can be
seen on the SIWN 2009 website.
